21/01191/FUL - Erection of 1no. detached dwelling with outbuilding to form double garage/office @ Laurel House, The Village

Agreed – Neutral – The Parish Council has No Objections, but does have observations as follows:

· The parking for two cars is insufficient for the size of the property

· The driveway has a stretch which is of insufficient width for safe access and egress to the site

· The property should have its own drainage system

21/00301/LHE - Erection of single storey extension extending 8.0 metres beyond the rear wall of the original house, with a height to the eaves of 3.0 metres and a total height of 4.0 metres @ Valsheila, Stockton Lane

The Parish Clerk reports as follows -

“Larger Home Extension (LHE) applications can be used by a household to notify a local planning authority of the intention to build a single-storey rear extension of greater than four metres up to eight metres for a detached house and greater than three metres up to six metres for any other type of house outside Article 2(3) land* and sites of special scientific interest”.
(* Land within a National Park, the Broads, an area of outstanding natural beauty, an area designated as a conservation area and land within World Heritage Sites)
